 Recap of Shirley Jackson:

setting is usually one that’s considered spooky, (ie, castle, graveyard or haunted house)
sense of mystery, suspense
creatures such as ghosts, vampires, witches or werewolves
creates a sense of fear & relief
plot twists that keep the reader on edge

Elements of a scary story:

Summary of A Tell Tale Heart
‘The Lottery’ forces us to address some unpleasant aspects of human nature, such as people’s
obedience to authority and tradition and their willingness to carry out evil acts in the name of
superstition.
